	Call to Order/Introductions
	Chair, Ernie Brown, welcomed everyone, introductions were made, and meeting called to order.  

	Approval of December 13, 2018 and January 10, 2019 Minutes 
	Approval of December 13, 2018 and January 10, 2019 Minutes: Ernie Brown moved to approve, Melinda seconded; Eduardo Ameneyro abstained.  Minutes Approved. 

	Special Presentation:  Disability Advisory Commission-ADA Self Evaluation Transition Plan Update 
	Cheryl Bennett of the Disability Compliance Office and Gene Lozano of the Disability Advisory Commission presented an overview and provided handouts including a Power Point on the Sacramento County Disability Advisory Commission. Gene Lozano (DAC): Physical Access Sub-Committee-Addresses the physical access in Sacramento County of such places as the airport, buildings, and sidewalks. 
· Structure of the DAC: The purpose of the DAC is to advise the county on the issues of people with disabilities and compliance with laws and regulations (ADA) 
· Function of the DAC: Review the accessibility of Sacramento County programs, services, facilities, and employment  
· Policies and Communication: The DAC is working to remove barriers and/or provide guidance in policy and procedural documents, MOUs, and contracts
· Impact on County Services: The DAC impacts several county services groups including but not limited to: Social and Health Services (DHA, DHS, DCFAS), Law Enforcement, Administrative, Board of Supervisors, Voting, Emergency Services, etc. 
· Activities and Accomplishments: The DAC has provided input and recommendations for improving accessibility in including but not limited to: Homeless Initiatives, Main Jail and RCCC, American River Parkway, etc. 

· ADA Self Evaluation and Transition Plan: Transition plan includes but is not limited to: 2000 miles of sidewalk, 28K curb ramps, 1753 pedestrian signals, 157 facilities and parks; the DAC is working to advise, coordinate, and prioritize with departments
· Going Forward; Self Evaluation and Transition Plan adoption-The tentative Board of Supervisors Hearing will be on August 6, 2019. Please call or e-mail the Disability Compliance Office with any further questions or concerns.

· Remember that the DAC meets on the 1st Tuesday of each month at 5:00 p.m. at 700 H Street in Hearing Room 1 if you would like to attend a meeting. 

Cheryl thanked the HSCC members for having her and Gene out to speak in regards to the DA, what they do, and how they help the community. Council has asked to please review this information with your MAB. Q and A ensued within the group throughout the presentation. For example, Ernie had inquired as to whether if there was an emergency the message would get to all disabled people (such as the deaf community who may not be able to hear something over the Emergency Broadcast System. Cheryl stated that no, this has not been achieved, but Office of Emergency Services understands the community better along with the City Coordinator regarding achieving Sacramento County goals. In addition, Steve Orkand asked if a new developer constructs a new building, does the ADA get involved? Cheryl stated that yes, they can, but there are limitations. If there are any further questions, please speak to possibly department contractors.

	Debrief Retreat-Introduce 2019 Goals 
	During this meeting, there were three goals the Committee wanted to focus on for the upcoming year:

1. Continue working with Safety Net, including community engagement. The Board of Supervisors does not want the HSCC to speak to CPACs. A list of neighborhood organizations has been put together and will be shared with the HSCC.  
2. Revamping the internal process of the HSCC-Steve and Ernie will be involved. Process still ongoing. The idea is that a MAB will be a host at each meeting and give a presentation. Schedule to follow. 
3. HS-9 Policy and Heroes of Human Services Nomination Form as reported in the January 10, 2019 Minutes. The form will not require an actual break out group this year and will be discussed on an “as-needed” basis when information comes that requires attention.

	Health and Human Services: Peter Beilenson provided a report included in meeting packet. 

Department of Child, Family, and Adult Services: Michelle Callejas provided a report included in meeting packet. 

Homeless Initiatives: Cindy Cavanaugh provided handout at time of meeting. Sacramento County Board has approved No Place Like Home (NPLH) development co-applications: Sunrise Pointe and Capitol Park Hotel are proposed at this time. Planning to accelerate re-housing program with DHA (Eduardo Ameneyro contributed to speaking in regards to the collaborative plan) via the Flexible Housing Program (HEAP funding) to assess vulnerabilities based on need. This can include assisting with deposits, rent, small needs, etc. 
Human Assistance:  Mary Sabillo provided a report included in the meeting packet.

First 5 Commission: Julie Gallelo provided report included in meeting packet. Note: Erin Maurie (attended in place of Julie Gallelo) provided flyers for the Pride and Joy Baby Shower at the Fruitridge Collaborative coming on Saturday, February 23, 2019 and also the Help Me Grow Card for resources with children from ages 0-5. Also, First 5 celebrated their 20th anniversary and were honored for their dedication. 

	Member Advisory Boards & Community Member’s Updates


	Adult and Aging Commission: Leslie Julianel provided a report included in the meeting packet.

Alcohol and Drug Advisory Board: Paul Tanner-Reported is as follows: In January, the combined Treatment and Budget, Planning and Evaluation Committee discussed legal marijuana developments, vaping vs. smoking tobacco, and opioid use/abuse concerns.  These included a report on the County Alcohol and Drug Services' January 13 Opioid Coalition meeting, as well as federal and State efforts to discontinue opioid prescriptions for seniors -- without (in many cases) offering alternatives covered by their medical insurance policies.  

In the past twenty or so years, standard medical practice re prescribing opiate-type meds has swung from under-medication to over-medication (in part due to Purdue Pharma's massive promotion of OxyContin as safe) back to under-medication.  A consequence is increased purchases -- and subsequent overdoses -- by former prescription users of street heroin, "Vicodin" and other opioids, sometimes laced with fentanyl.

Children’s Coalition: Ernie Brown provided a report included in meeting packet. 

Disability Advisory Commission: No report as they are presenting at today’s meeting. In addition, they are in the process of redesigning their website to make it more accessible.
