A Note on Sex Trafficking Data:

Estimating the prevalance of sex trafficking is historically difficult. Defining and operationalization for research purposes has
numerous challenges. There are only 13 studies in the United States that have estimated the prevelance of sex trafficking to date.
One of the studies released in 2022 was a joint effort between Community Against Sexual Harm, Institute for Social Research at
Sacramento State, and RTI International. The Estimating Sex Traffickiing in Sacramento County: Final Report (2022) is the first
study to estimate the prevelance of sex trafficking in a California community. According to the study, there is an estimated 13,079
victims of sex trafficking between 2015 and 2020. This means that there are 11.2 times more victims in the County than are
identified by law enforcement or service providers.
