Historical Performance Demographics Data  
(Kevin Kiser – 10 minutes)  

 Reviewed S1historical demographics (age, gender and ethnicity) 

o AWOL and CSEC involvement may have contributed to youth 

ages16-17 having the highest maltreatment in foster care  

o AWOL and CSEC may also have contributed to female youth 

being more likely to experience the likelihood of maltreatment in 

foster care than male youth 

o Black children have a higher rate of maltreatment compared to all 

other ethnicities in care

supervision needs of youth/children; however, the 

information can be located in the chronos/case notes 

o The purpose of the intensive case review is to identify trends and 

determine if a maltreatment incident meets the criteria to 

include/exclude in the performance measure 

o Reviewed historical average data on the number of maltreatment referrals 

received per quarter 

o Due to confidentiality and CWS/CMS access, the CPS team will coordinate to 

conduct case reviews
